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Claire Ellen Weinstein is the Director of the Cognitive Learning Strategies Project at The University of Texas at Austin. The research she conducts focuses on the roles of strategic and self-regulated learning processes and skills and their impact on student learning and retention at the middle school, high school and college levels. Much of her work focuses on developing diagnostic/prescriptive assessments of students’ strategic and self-regulated learning processes and skills to help identify areas in which students need to improve. She also investigates the development of curriculum materials and instructional methodologies for teaching learning strategies to underprepared students, particularly in post-secondary educational settings. Finally, she is interested in the high school to college transition, student retention and the preparation of middle school, high school, college and university teachers.

                Dr. Weinstein has long been a strong advocate of graduate students. She has trained, mentored, and molded many future educators. Rarely does one see Dr. Weinstein at conference without at least one graduate student accompanying her and co-presenting with her. She believes that graduate students benefit greatly from attending conferences.
