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TxCRLA State Chapter Meeting

CASP 2008 Conference

Thursday, November 6, 2008

TxCRLA President Kathy Stein called the meeting to order at 4 pm and introduced the current and incoming officers.   

Minutes: These are unavailable at this time.  

Executive Board Positions: Past President Karon Mathews shared that new board members will be recognized and installed at the breakfast on November 7.  She encouraged members to consider running for an executive board position and to contact her or other board members for information.  Duties are listed on the website.

Treasurer:  Rich Trevino stated that expenses from July through October 31, 2008 totaled $2,883.70.  The current balance is $11,984.59.  Copies of this report were made available to the attending members.  Carolyn Mello made the motion to accept this report.  Cheryl Baker Heller seconded the motion and the membership voted approval. 

Membership:  Linda Callen shared that the current membership is 244 members. Three new members have been added to the rolls.  She encouraged chapter members to become ambassadors for TxCRLA.  President Kathy Stein reiterated this concern. We are working closely with the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board (THECB).  Carolyn Mello made the motion to accept the Membership Coordinator’s Report, Cheryl Baker Heller seconded the motion and the membership voted approval.

Math, Reading, and Writing Data Project:  Kathy Stein stated that we need information on diagnostic programs used at colleges around the state.  Compiled information will be placed in the database and made available on the TxCRLA website.

CRLA 2009 Conference:  Karon Mathews, President-Elect of CRLA brought conference brochures and encouraged members to attend.  It will be held from October 28 – 31 in Richmond, Virginia.  The Texas chapter will hold a meeting and as an extra incentive, transportation to Williamsburg will be provided.  

NADE 2009 Conference:   NADE President Rosemary Karr announced that the next national conference will be held in Greensboro, North Carolina from February 25-28 and also encouraged membership to come.  

Conference details are located on prospective websites.

Texas A&M Bi-annual Regional SI Conference:  Dates include Mary 20-22.  Karon Mathews provided agenda information.  The suggestion was made that our chapter sponsor a travel stipend or registration fee.  Gladys Shaw made the motion to supply up to $500 to be used on bags with the TxCRLA logo.  Carolyn Mello seconded the motion and the membership approved. Karon Mathews thanked the membership for this generous offer.

CRLA 2008 Conference:  President-Elect Sharon Haigler shared information from the Cleveland conference. Legislative and budget issues are continuing concerns. The TxCRLA Chapter meeting was well attended.
TxcRLA Website Updates Program:  Sharon Haigler stated that it continues to be a work in progress and that it has drawn attention from people outside of the organization. New links are being added, including a job posting page, networking opportunities, and expanded membership information and contributions.  Kathy Stein suggested that retired conference presentations be added along with information on developmental research. 

CRLA/NADE Think Tank Report:  Merging the two national organizations is an important issue.  Members should make their positions known on this subject.  An email will follow.   Sharon Miller asked about opposition to the merger.  Kathy Stein stated that both organizations have separate histories and vested (emotional) interests in keeping them separate.  A positive result would be that joining forces might produce stronger results on developmental issues.

NADE President Rosemary Karr stated that the board is reviewing this issue.  A disappointing number of members (25) responded to a survey on this matter.  Rosemary attended bothThink Tank meetings.

CRLA President-Elect Karon Mathews reaffirmed previously stated information and feels that emotional issues are a key focus.

Kudos:  Co-Site Chairs Betty Black and Santiago Silva were warmly thanked for their many long hours of preparation for this conference.  Lisa Cradit was also thanked for her well presented newsletter.  Gladys Shaw was recognized as a mentor in the field of developmental education. The new Developmental Program Director Tamara Clunis is a guest at the conference and Kathy Stein expressed our appreciation for her attendance since the appointment was made very recently.

Adjournment:  Carolyn Mello made the motion, Karon Mathews seconded the motion, and the membership approved. The meeting was adjourned at 4:05 pm.
